Relate with ALL
To build relationships is key: with God and across the whole Christian community
· Relationship with God, and prayer are key. To hear what God is saying, to obey and take action, to trust God for the outcome and the resources needed.

· To build relationships with leaders from the churches, prayer networks and spheres of life and across the whole Christian community.

· To participate in a “unity for mission” movement of God (John 17: 20 to 23) with light structures, united Vision and Values, rather than setting up another organisation.
· To be accountable to senior Church Leaders from across the Bristol region, using this Basis of Faith here 
Reconcile ALL
To help reconcile the whole Christian community, to learn from God and each other, and to equip whole-life misssional disciples

· To have a servant attitude (Philippians 2: 5 to 11). To honour others above ourselves (Romans 12: 10). To bring reconcliation across the whole Christian community (2 Corinthians 5: 18). 

· To encourage and equip each other, through prayer, teaching and sharing stories. To explore and respect different Christian perspectives, discern God's best strategies and be missional in all aspects of life.
· To grow whole-life missional disciples, who live kingdom life to the full throughout


the week, as every-day Christians.
Release ALL 
To help release every Christian to bring the good news of Jesus Christ, in word and deed, to individuals and to every aspect of society

· To help bring change through collaborating with partners and focussing where God is particularly at work. 

· To live and share the good news of Jesus Christ with individuals, in word and deed, as appropriate, being distinctly Christian (John 10:10, Matthew 28:19)

· To help release ALL Christians into their callings (Ephesians 4: 11 to 16).To help bring transformation to the Christian community and the city: to ALL the spheres of life in the Bristol region and beyond (Colossians 1: 15 to 23)

· To engage with people of goodwill, of any faith and none, for the good of the Bristol region (Jeremiah 29:7)
